Elements and Performance Criteria
	1. Plan and prepare.
	1.1	Obtain work instructions, including plans, specifications, quality requirements and operational details from relevant information, confirm and apply for the scope of work performed. 
1.2	Follow safety (OHS) requirements are followed in accordance with safety plans and policies. 
1.3	Identify and implement signage and barricade requirements.
1.4	Select plant, tools and equipment to carry out tasks that are consistent with the requirements of the job, check for serviceability and rectify or report any faults prior to commencement.
1.5	Calculate materials quantity requirements in accordance with plans, specifications and quality requirements.

	2.1	Establish extent of curve from site inspection.
2.2	Use levelling equipment for intermediate marking to level line set out around wall.
2.3	Set out location of tiles to determine balanced design and identify cutting requirements.
2.4	Make template to form an accurate curve line for tiled surface around wall. 
2.5	Determine required method of laying tiles by identification of location of first tile. 
2.6	Prepare mortar and/or adhesive where applicable to manufacturer specifications.
2.7	Fix pad tiles to level set out, template curve and specifications. 
2.8	Maintain minimum voids in mortar tile beds and fix tiles level, plumb (wall), flush and square.
2.9	Lay floor tiles to set out grid with perimeter tiles marked and cut to fit curved wall.
2.10	Mix and apply grout to joints according to specifications, to provide flush and smooth finish.
2.11	Polish tiled surface to specifications.

	3. Tile circular columns, walls and arches.
	3.1	Set out template and cut to ensure conformity to tile surface for curve.
3.2	Position pad tiles accurately and fixed to line, to maintain uniform spacing.
3.3	Mark out tiles accurately where applicable and fix into place, to specifications.
3.4	Fix tiles on walls, plumb, maintaining levels and curvature of wall to specifications.
3.5	Maintain line and curvature to specifications when fixing tiles to archways.
3.6	Mix and apply grout to joints, and finish tile surface to specifications.

	4. Clean up.
	4.1	Clear work area and dispose of, reuse or recycle materials in accordance with legislation, regulations, codes of practice and job specification.
4.2	Clean, check, maintain and store plant, tools and equipment in accordance with manufacturer recommendations and standard work practices.

Performance Evidence
To demonstrate competency, a candidate must meet the performance criteria of this unit by tiling a circular concrete column of a minimum of 360mm diameter and 1m high abutting a concrete flat wall, continuing the tiling to the floor (to 150mm radius) from the column; and tile a standard door archway in a fibre cement sheet wall, including vertical returns and soffit.
In doing this, the candidate must:
